Although the core of classical education remained essentially the same for two
centuries, there was a growing gulf between the methods by which classics were taught in elite institutions
such as Winchester and Westminster and in the many town and country grammar schools in which
tranglations or bilingual versions of many classical texts were given to weaker students. The success of these
new tranglations probably encouraged editors and publishersto offer those adults who had received little or
no classical education new versions of works by Aesop, Cicero, Ovid, Virgil, Senecaand Caesar. This
fascination with ancient Greece and Rome | eft its mark not only on the lifestyle and literary tastes of the
educated dlite, but also reinforced the strongly moralistic outlook of many of the English laity who equated
virtue and good works with pleasing God and meriting salvation.
